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This piece of this art work is unsupervised, although made as a school task to be done at home. The task given by Raoul Kurvitz was to paint whatever and however we liked, the main requirement was that it had to be cool.

Therefore I decided to challenge myself on figural painting. I focused on capturing both - the looks and the character of my model Kristin. It clearly is based on my opinion and knowledge about her, therefore being truly subjective. However, what I tried to avoid, as much as possible and acceptable to me, was putting my character and personal taste into the painting, but trying to imagine what colours and style world bring out my idea of what Kristin really is. 

The other thing that I focused on was the diversity and perfection of technique. The work is reasoned and thought-out, rather than based on the emotions of the moment. 
“Kristin” is my attempt to make a step closer to the world of painters, to fight the decadence of art and to bring myself to a whole new level. 
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
